The hearing examiner shall conduct hearings on the second Tuesday of the month at seven-thirty (7:30) p.m., in the council chambers, provided, however, that if there is no business coming before the hearing examiner, any scheduled meeting may be cancelled. Legal effect of decisions.  The decisions of the hearing examiner shall constitute a final decision subject to appeal to the Benton County Superior Court.  Each final decision of the hearing examiner shall be in writing and shall include the findings and conclusions based on the record, to support the decision.  Such findings and conclusions shall also set forth the manner in which the decision would carry out and conform to the City's comprehensive plan and the City's development regulations.  Each final decision of the hearing examiner, unless a longer period is mutually agreed to in writing by the applicant and the hearing examiner, shall be rendered within ten (10) working days following the conclusion of all testimony and hearings.
