9.56.010
Hunting.  It is unlawful for any person to hunt any bird or animal within the city limits, except in areas of the city that may be designated by resolution of the city council, and during such times as may be so designated.  Every person convicted of a violation of the provisions of this section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.  (Ord. 325, 1978.)

9.56.020
Tormenting or harassing birds and animals.  It is unlawful for any person to willfully torment or harass any game bird, game animal, or any species of bird or animal protected under the rules or regulations promulgated by the Washington State Game Commission; provided, however, that nothing contained in this chapter shall apply to birds or animals which are lawfully hunted in areas of the city designated by resolution of the city council during such times as may be so designated.  Every person convicted of a violation of this section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.  (Ord. 325, 1978.)
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
